T/E School District Goes ñGreenò ï Paperless Calendar and Newsletters 

 

The T/E School District is proud to announce several ñgreenò cost-saving initiatives that will 

take place during the 2010-2011 school year.  

 

Beginning in the 2010-2011 school year, the School District Calendar/Handbook will no 

longer be printed and mailed to parents. The 2010-2011 District calendar and individual 

school calendars will be available in a new format on the TESD web site at www.tesd.net by 

July 30, 2010. This new format will allow parents to print the calendar in a variety of ar-

rangements, sort the calendar on-line and export calendar dates and events into various 

email programs and personal electronic devices. Since the on-line calendar can be updated 

by the schoolôs staff on a daily basis, the activity information in the on-line calendar will be 

more current than it was in the traditional paper calendar. Paper copies of the web site cal-

endar will be available at the school buildings for those who would like to pick up a paper 

copy. In addition, a monthly calendar will be included in school newsletters when possible. 

 

Beginning with our September 2010 issue of the newsletter, parents will receive the school 

newsletter electronically through email. All school newsletters will also be available on the 

school web sites. Paper copies will only be sent home by request. You will receive a form in 

the back-to-school packet to complete if you still wish to receive a paper copy. In addition, 

paper copies of the newsletter will be available in the school at all times. 

 

We are currently in the process of updating our parent email list. So that we can send you 

the school calendar and newsletters electronically next year, it is important that we have 

your email address on file. If we do not already have your email address on file, please send 

your email address to Karen Burns at burnsk@tesd.net. You will have an opportunity to ver-

ify or change your email address on the student information verification sheet that is sent 

home at the beginning of the school year. In addition, you may contact the school main of-

fice staff at any time to update your email address. 

 

This initiative will help to save paper, copier resources, postage and keep our school 

ñgreen.ò  Thanks for your understanding of this environmentally friendly initiative.
