Kindergarten The rainy days of April havenôt put a damper on Devon kindergartnersô fun!   Weôve been using our senses to learn a lot 
about rain ï smelling rain, seeing rain, hearing rain, touching rain ï WOW!   We read amazing fiction and non-fiction books through-
out our study.
